It is a truism that no man is an island and
equally so that no Society is an island. How
Jamiyah through its visionary leaders was
able to weave through a matrix of
socio-cultural, political and economic
influences and circumstances and become
relevant in a world-embracing ecumenopolis
is a study that has only just begun. A little of
history is important in this regard.
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Missions including the Paris Foreign Missions
Societe (MEP),Christian Brothers, La Salle
Brothers, the Methodist Episcopal Mission,
the Church of England, the Plymouth
Brethren and the Sisters of the Covenant..
The expulsion and sometimes cruel treat-
ment of foreign missions in the Far East
because of their success among the natives
there was in sharp contrast to the apparently
indifferent response of the natives here.(2)
These factors accelerated the movement of
missions to our part of the world.
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
